The United Nations (called the UN for short) is an international organization
made up of 193 countries and was founded in 1945. It is a place where its members
can present issues and express their views to find areas of agreement and to solve
world problems together. The United Nations addresses issues related to peace and
security, climate change, development, human rights, disarmament, health
emergencies, food production, and much more. The U.N. consists of six bodies.

Founded in 1945, the U.N. first represented 50 countries that met in San Francisco
at the United Nations Conference on International Organization to draw up the
United Nations Charter. Representatives from the Soviet Union, China, the United
Kingdom, and the United States had previously met in 1944 in preparation for the
charter, which was signed on June 26, 1945. The U.N. became officially into
existence on October 24, 1945, which is also celebrated as United Nations Day each
year.

The main body of the U.N. is the General Assembly where each of the 193
countries are represented. There is also the Security Council, which primary
responsibility is related to peace and security throughout the world. It has 15
members, 5 of which are permanent, and encourages all parties in a dispute to settle it
by peaceful means. The council can impose sanctions or authorize use of force in
some cases.

There is the Economic and Social Council which has 54 members and they
discuss and provide recommendations related to economic, social, and environmental
issues. The Trusteeship Council provides international supervision for 11 Trust
territories, areas in the world in 1945 that were in the process of preparing to be self-
governing and independent. The territories reached those goals, and the council now
exists on an as-needed basis.

The International Court of Justice is the main judicial organ of the U.N. and its
seat is located at the Peace Palace in The Hague, Netherlands. It is the only body
located outside the U.N.'s main headquarters in New York City. Their role is to settle
legal disputes and give advice and opinions on legal questions referred to it.

Finally, the Secretariat comprises the Secretary-General and thousands of
international staff members who carry out the daily work of the United Nations
mandated by the General Assembly and the other main bodies of the U.N. The
Secretary-General is the chief administrative officer and is appointed by the General
Assembly every five years. The staff of the U.N is recruited throughout the world,
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and work in stations and peacekeeping missions around the globe. At times, serving
for the cause of peace in a sometimes-violent world, there have been hundreds of
U.N. workers who have given their lives in service.

During 70 plus years of existence of the United Nations, the U.N., its specialized
agencies, funds, programs, and staff have been awarded the Nobel Peace
Prize eleven times. The Peace Prize is given to the person or persons that have done
the most for peace in the world. Winners of the U.N. have included Albert Gore,
presidential candidate during the 2000 U.S. election, U.N. peacekeeping forces,
UNICEF (United Nations Children's' Fund, and several others.

Social Psychology

Social psychology is the study of the psychological basis of people's
relationships with one another.  Social psychologists investigate such
processes as communication, cooperation, competition, decision making,
leadership, and changes in attitude.

Like other scientists, social psychologists begin their research by developing
theories. They then collect evidence to support their theories. For example,
the American social psychologist Leon Festinger developed the theory that
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people become uneasy when they learn new information that conflicts with
what they already believe. He suggested that people would do much to avoid
this uneasiness, which he called cognitive dissonance. To demonstrate
Festinger's theory, researchers collected data showing that people who believe
they are failures often avoid success, even when they can easily achieve it.
Success would conflict with their belief in themselves as failures.

Social psychologists often support their theories through experiments. For
example, one study investigated how people's opinions of an essay were
affected by the supposed sex of the author. People who believed the writer
was a man had a higher opinion of the essay than those who thought the author
was a woman. Social psychologists also use other sources of information,
including public opinion surveys, recorded observations of behaviour, and
statistics from government agencies.

Many social psychologists teach and conduct research at colleges and
universities. Others work for government agencies, businesses, or other
organizations. They may help plan personnel programmes or measure the
potential sale of new products.

Language Acquisition

Having no language, infants cannot be told what they need to learn. Yet
by the age of three they will have mastered the basic structure of their native
language and will be well on their way to communicative competence.
Acquiring their language is a most impressive intellectual feat. Students of
how children learn language generally agree that the most remarkable aspect
of this feat is the rapid acquisition of grammar. Nevertheless, the ability of
children to conform to grammatical rules is only slightly more wonderful than
their ability to learn words. It has been reckoned that the average high school
graduate in the United States has a reading vocabulary of 80. 000 words,
which includes idiomatic expressions and proper names of people and places.
This vocabulary must have been learned over a period of 16 years. From the
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figures, it can be calculated that the average child learns at a rate of about 13
new words per day. Clearly a learning process of great complexity goes on at a
rapid rate in children.

The human
brain gives people many special abilities, the most outstanding of which is the
ability to speak. Language has enabled human beings to develop culture, which
consists of ways of behaving and thinking. These ways are passed on from
generation to generation through learning. Culture also includes technology--
that is, the tools and techniques invented by people to help satisfy their needs
and desires. The richness and complexity of human culture distinguish human
beings from all other animals.

2- Phobia is a persistent, strong fear of a certain object or situation. Common
phobias include fear of crowds, darkness, heights, and such animals as cats,
snakes, or spiders. Phobic individuals may spend much time worrying about
their fears and may be too frightened to carry out normal activities.
Psychologists and psychiatrists classify phobias as an anxiety disorder, a mild
psychological problem.

Many phobias have special names. The fear of heights is acrophobia.

Agoraphobia is the dread of open spaces, and claustrophobia is the fear of
small places or of being closed in. Ailurophobia is the fear of cats,
ophidiophobia the fear of snakes, and arachnophobia the fear of spiders. Other
phobias include hydrophobia (fear of water), mysophobia (fear of dirt or
germs), and xenophobia (fear of foreigners or strangers).

Therapists use numerous approaches to treat phobias. Two popular treatments
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are psychoanalysis and behavioral therapy, which are based on different ideas
about the causes of psychological problems.
