How Cultures Change

Every culture changes. But all parts of a culture do not change at th
e same time. For example, science and technology may sometimes
change so rapidly that they lessen the importance of customs, ideas,
and other nonmaterial parts of a culture. At other times, changes in
ideas and social systems may occur before changes in technology.
The failure of certain parts of a culture to keep up with other, related
parts is referred to as cultural lag.

A number of factors may cause a culture to change. The two main o
nes are (1) contact with other cultures and (2) invention.

No society is so isolated that it does not come in contact with other
societies. When contact occurs, societies borrow cultural traits fro
m one another. As a result, cultural traits and patterns tend to sprea
d from the society in which they originated. This spreading process
is called diffusion. The cultivation of maize, for example, began in
what is now Mexico thousands of years ago and eventually spread t
hroughout the world.
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Diffusion can occur without firsthand contact between cultures. Pro
ducts or patterns may move from group A to group C through group

Public Relations

Many have found that the term "public relations" is hard to define. E
ven its practitioners do not agree upon a single definition for this dy

namic profession. Despite differences in wording, proper definitions
of public relations contain five basic elements: It is a management f
unction, is a planned function, involves two-way communication, is

a social science based on research, and is ethical. There is also broad
agreement that public relations is a discipline that focuses upon rela
tionship building. Public relations play a critical role in the free flow
of information in democratic societies. Public relations skills are tra
nsferable across a broad range of career opportunities. One reason p

ublic relations has been difficult to define is that the manner in whic
h it is practiced depends largely upon the structure of the organizatio
n it serves. Although public relations should be major concern of ma
nagement, some organizations relegate its practitioners to the role of
technicians. Some view public relations as an element of integrated

marketing. However, others -- including the authors of this book -- v
iew it as a separate and distinct discipline. The traditional view of p

ublic relations is that it is performed through a four-step process: res
earch, planning, communication, and evaluation. Although the tradit
ional process forms a foundation, public relations is a dynamic proc

ess in which any of these four steps can occur at any time. When pra
ctitioners conduct this process while closely adhering to values -- th

ose of the practitioner, the organization, the stakeholder. the professi
on, and society -- then the process evolves into what is known as val
ues-driven public relations: The values-driven management of relati

onships between an organization and the publics that can affect its s

uccess.

Tactics are specific relationship-building actions. Public relations pr
actitioners select tactics in the second phase of the public relations p
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rocess (planning) and execute them in the third phase (communicati

on). Tactics target specific publics. They send messages that address
the receivers' values and that strive to accomplish the sender's objec
tive. An effective tactic helps build a relationship. Tactics can range
from low-tech actions, such as informal face-to-face meetings, to hi

gh-tech actions, such as satellite media tours. As tactics are planned

and executed, public relations practitioners must consider such matt

ers as delegation of duties, deadlines, quality control, communicatio
n within the public relations team, communication with clients or su
pervisors, and constant evaluation. Tactics are values in action. An o
rganization's values lead to a mission statement, which leads to spec
ific goals. Those goals lead to objectives, which, in turn, lead to tacti
cs. Tactics are the actions that help an organization strive toward its

highest values.

What is knowledge?

When we say that we know something, it implies a greater degre
e of conviction than when we say that we think something or believe
something. Knowledge is considered to have more weight then mer
e opinion. Still if we say we know something, we first have to believ
e it, so knowledge at least implies belief. Suppose we believed some
thing that was not true. Could we be said to know it? No. So knowle
dge implies true belief. But suppose we just happened to guess the tr
uth. Could we be said to know it then? Again, no. We have to be ju
stified in our belief. Similarly, if we followed a procedure that is con
sidered reliable to validate a belief, we would be justified in our beli
ef. But we could still be mistaken. The belief could still be false. Be
cause of these considerations, knowledge has been defined as justifi
ed, true belief.

This seems like a pretty good definition. The problem is that the
only way we can approach truth is through justification. We do not
have direct access to truth. If we want to know if a statement is true,
we have to go through a process of justification, like checking for it
s coherence and testing it against experience. If truth is a word we u
se to compliment texts that are coherent and well tested against expe
rience, the implication is that we have texts and experience and vari
ous tests involving them, but we do not have access to some transce
ndent truth or knowledge. So justification, testing, validation, truth,
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and knowledge are all slightly different ways of talking about the s
ame issue of texts and their reliability.

One distinction is that with knowledge, | am the subject. | know
something. With truth, the text is the subject. The text is said to be tr
ue. But the way we determine if we are justified in using the terms i
s the same. The word knowledge has the further function of designat
ing all the different truths we have at our disposal. It is a store of tru
e texts. The phrase “the truth” has a rather more lofty connotation as
the one and only truth. Knowledge, at least in contemporary usage,
does not necessarily have an implication of permanence. For exampl
e, today we speak of knowledge workers, knowledge production, an
d knowledge engineering. Knowledge has taken on more of the con
notation of something that is produced rather than found. We produc
e knowledge by creating texts and then thoroughly testing them for
coherence with other texts and with experience. What passes for in t
he future. Thus we talk about the current state of knowledge. knowl
edge today may well be modified or superseded based on more wor
Kk

Immigrants Suffer from Losing Their Identity

Language is a way to communicate with each other. We started to le
arn language when we were born. However, people are used to spea
king their native language, so immigrants are having many problems
between the first generation and the second generation because they
don't have the same native language. Also, the second generation is
losing their identity.

ometimes misunderstandings. The second daughter is fourteen years
old, and she doesn't want to speak Korean. My aunt often gets upset
with her because she is very Americanized and they cannot underst

and each other. Even when my aunt punishes her, this daughter does
not understand what my aunt is talking about. I felt sympathy for m
y aunt whenever my fourteen year old cousin said, "Mom, what is y

our problem?" The third child is a twelve year old son. He speaks E

nglish to his parents and my aunt speaks Korean to him as she does t
o0 the second daughter. He also has a problem communicating with h
IS parents. My aunt is trying to teach him to speak both languages ve
ry well, but it is very hard for him because he speaks English all day
and does not understand why he should learn to speak Korean.

| think most immigrants are trying to preserve their native language
in their new country, but this doesn't help very much in getting a go
od job. My aunt didn't teach Korean to her children in order to help t
hem succeed in the U.S.; she did so, hopefully, to help them establis
h a Korean identity. Though the second generation is born in the ne
w country, they often get confused about their identity because they
look different from others, and also, if they visit their parent's countr
y, they will probably feel different from other people there too. My
cousins told me that when they visited Korea a few years ago, they f
elt different from other Koreans. They could even feel it just strollin
g around the street because they wore different clothes and walked d
ifferently.

One of the most popular literary figures in American literature is a woman who
spent almost half of her long life in China, a country on a continent thousands of miles
from the United States. In her lifetime she earned this country's most highly acclaimed
literary award: the Pulitzer Prize, and also the most prestigious form of literary
recognition in the world, the Nobel Prize for Literature. Pearl S. Buck was almost a
household word throughout much of her lifetime because of her prolific literary
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output, which consisted of some eighty - five published works, including several dozen
novels, six collections of short stories, fourteen books for children, and more than a
dozen works of nonfiction. When she was eighty years old, some twenty - five volumes
were awaiting publication. Many of those books were set in China, the land in which
she spent so much of her life. Her books and her life served as a bridge between the
cultures of the East and the West. As the product of those two cultures she became as
the described herself, "mentally bifocal." Her unique background made her into an
unusually interesting and versatile human being. As we examine the life of Pearl Buck,
we cannot help but be aware that we are in fact meeting three separate people: a wife
and mother, an internationally famous writer and a humanitarian and philanthropist.
One cannot really get to know Pearl Buck without learning about each of the three.
Though honored in her lifetime with the William Dean Howell Medal of the American
Academy of Arts and Letters in addition to the Nobel and Pulitzer prizes. Pearl Buck as
a total human being, not only a famous author is a captivating subject of study.

The Sea Anemone

With its radiant color and plantlike shape, the sea anemone looks more like a

flower than an animal. More specifically, the sea anemone is formed quite like the
flower for which it is named, with a body like a stem and tentacles like petals in
brilliant shades of blue, green, pink, and red. Its diameter varies from about six
millimeters in some species to more than ninety centimeters in the giant varieties of
Australia. Like corals, hydras, and jellyfish, sea anemones are coelenterates. They can
move slowly, but more often they attach the lower part of their cylindrical bodies to
rocks, shells, or wharf pilings. The upper end of the sea anemone has a mouth
surrounded by tentacles that the animal uses to capture its food. Stinging cells in the
tentacles throw out tiny poison threads that paralyze other small sea animals. The
tentacles then drag this prey into the sea anemone's mouth. The food is digested in the
large inner body cavity. When disturbed a sea anemone retracts its tentacles and
shortens its body so that it resembles a lump on a rock. Anemones may reproduce by
forming eggs, dividing in half or developing buds that grow and break off as
independent animals.
